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Healthy Hearts: Develop Your Spiritual Health 

 Seeking a Transformational New Year? Develop Your Spiritual Health 

As we usher in 2014, I am absolutely blown away that 2013 has come and gone so quickly.  While reflecting over the 
goals I set in years past, I realize that my focus was a little off.  They were not things that were necessarily wrong -
simply things that I thought would make me a better me.  In this season the Lord is leading me to shift my focus to de-

veloping spiritual health.  

I believe that for many of us goal setting has become a process that is more 
about our plans and not at all about God’s plan for us. So this year rather than 
set personal goals, I chose a verse for the year-“Study to shew thyself ap-
proved unto God”- 2 Tim. 2:15. I selected this verse after looking back over 

my life and reflecting on the things that worked for me and the things that did 
not work. I must confess that this was an extremely challenging year for me 
and I would have no doubt collapsed under the pressure if I did not have 
God’s word. The bible tells us that God’s people perish from a lack of 
knowledge. This is a very true statement-it is His Word that sustains us. 
Many are collapsing and retreating because they can’t bear the weight. If we intend to survive this race, it is imperative 
that we change strategies. Now, more than ever we need to pray for and with our children and teach them how to live 

according to God’s word. We’ve been way too passive-too relaxed- it’s time for us to rise up before we lose this genera-

tion completely. 

Over the last year or so, the Lord has increasingly shown me how Satan is after our children. In the bible 1 Peter

1. Complete and mail/submit online ALL incomplete college applications along with required rec-
ommendation forms. 
2. Begin your Financial Aid application. This requires you to select a username and password ini-

tially for access to your application information. Go to www.fafsa.gov to sign up. When you first 
begin your application online, take your time and complete it slowly. Read the questions carefully 
BEFORE you select or enter an answer. If you are 18 or under and live at home, you will need a 
copy of your parents tax return filed in 2013. If you are 21 and your parents claim you on their taxes, 
you will need a copy of their tax return. If you are 21 and older and file your taxes on an individual 
tax return, you will need a copy of your own tax return that you filed in 2013. Financial aid applica-
tions are processed by Colleges in the order they are received, so get yours started today! 

3. Make an appointment with your Guidance Counselor to conduct an inventory on the classes and grades you will 

need to successfully graduate from High School. More on Graduation Requirements in the next edition.
